Nomination Update

The recent notice of BCA’s AGM included a call for nominations for the positions of Director, NSW/ACT State Division Committee Members, and Expressions of Interest for National Policy Council (NPC) representatives for NSW, WA, SA and Tas.
At the close of nominations on 17th October, I have received the following nominations:

There are two remaining positions for NSW representatives to the State Division that remain vacant.

It will not be necessary to conduct a ballot among BCA full members for any positions. The unfilled positions on the NPC, and NSW/ACT State Division committee positions will be filled as casual vacancies, as provided for in the BCA constitution.
